Bilag 2. Teknisk beskrivelse af beregningsmetoder

I tabelafdelingens afsnit vedrgrende fgdsler og dgdsfald findes beregnet en raekke
forskellige mal for befolkningens fertilitet, dgdelighed og reproduktion. I afsnittet om
vielser findes mél for vielsestilbgjelighed, og i afsnittet om oplgste gteskaber findes
mal for agteskabsoplgsning pa grund af skilsmisse eller dgd. Der skal ikke her ggres
rede for teorien bag og fortolkningen af de enkelte mal; der henvises til den alminde-
lige demografiske litteratur.

Derimod skal der gives en beskrivelse af de estimationsmetoder, der er anvendt ved
opstillingen af de enkelte mal for Danmarks vedkommende. Herved ma i et vist om-
fang forudsettes kendskab til demografiens redskaber, herunder Lexis skema’.

Angéende terminologien i tabellerne skal bemerkes, at begrebet alder i opggrelsen af
befolkningsbevagelser, nér intet andet angives, skal opfattes som alder i fyldte ar
(eller i fyldte dage eller méneder) pd handelsestidspunktet. Der anvendes tillige i en-
kelte tabeller en fordeling efter fodselsdr.

Ved beregning af alle kvotienterne beskrevet nedenfor er som divisor anvendt mid-
delfolketallet, defineret som befolkningen pr. 1. juli (hele befolkningen eller en be-
stemt aldersgruppe).

Der skal ggres opmarksom pa, at der er sket en forenkling af metoderne til beregning
af dgdelighedstavlen og nettoreproduktionstallet fra og med 1985. Beregninger har
vist, at denne forenkling har veeret uden betydning for de opniede resultater.

De aldersbetingede fertilitetskvotienter er beregnet pa grundlag af antal levendefgdte,
der er afgraenset ved hjlp af heendelsesaret og moderens alder, sdkaldte A-grupper.

Den samlede fertilitet for kalenderar er beregnet ved summation af disse A-gruppe-
baserede fertilitetskvotienter for alle aldersarene 15-49 ar.

I tabel 7 er de aldersbetingede fertilitetskvotienter ordnet efter generationer af
mgdre; generationerne er defineret ved kvindernes fgdselsar (1940/45 til 1979/80).

For dgdeligheden er dels beregnet dgdskvotienter, dels dgdshyppigheder.

De aldersbetingede dgdskvotienter er ligesom fertilitetskvotienterne baseret pa A-grup-
per, her defineret ved dgdsaret og den afdgdes alder.

Antal zgteskaber oplpst ved dad er beregnet ved hjalp af hyppigheden for at én af &g-
tefeellerne eller begge dor i lgbet af et ar, idet dedelighedstavlerne for forskellige ka-
lenderarsperioder har veeret anvendt. For de seneste perioder, hvor der ikke er udar-
bejdet dgdelighedstavler sarskilt for gifte personer, er dgdshyppighederne for alle
meend, henholdsvis kvinder, blevet korrigeret herfor pa grundlag af forholdet mellem
dedshyppigheder for gifte og for alle, beregnet for 5-&rs aldersklasser.

Endelig er korrektionsposten nettoindvandring af agtepar opgjort som nettoindvan-
dring af gifte kvinder, afgrenset efter A-grupper (hendelsesar og alder). Omregnin-
gen mellem &gteskabsvarighed og alder er ligeledes her foretaget med udgangspunkt
i den gennemsnitlige vielsesalder i det pageeldende vielsesar.

Den samlede hyppighed af oplgsning af egteskaber er herefter beregnet som antal egte-
skaber oplgst ved skilsmisse og dgd divideret med antal tilbagevarende sgteskaber
ved starten af egteskabsaret, korrigeret for nettoindvandring (kol. 4 i tabellen).

Hyppigheden af oplgsning pa grund af skilsmisse, henholdsvis dgd, er beregnet ved at
fordele antal oplgste aegteskaber i alt i lpbet af et ar (ifplge tavlen, kol. 1) pa hen-
holdsvis antal skilsmisser og dgdsfald; disse antal er herefter sat i forhold til antal
tilbageverende egteskaber ifglge tavlen.

Den grundliggende metode bag fremskrivningen bestar i, at udgangsbefolkningen op-
deles pa kgn og 1-ars aldersklassser (fgdselsgenerationer), som fremskrives ét ar ad
gangen ved hjzlp af de demografiske hendelser: levendefgdte, dede og nettoind-
vandring. Fremskrivningen fglger séledes hver enkelt nuvarende og kommende fgd-
selsdrgang i en arreekke fremover.

Fremskrivningens forudsatninger er centrale for de endelige resultater, og bygger pa
antagelser om udviklingen i fertilitet, dgdelighed og nettoindvandring fremover.
Forudsatningerne kan séledes ses som de forventede fremtidige forlgb i en raekke
befolkningsstatistiske begreber.

De aldersbetingede fertilitetskvotienter, der anvendes i fremskrivningsmodellen, er be-
regnet pa grundlag af antal levendefgdte, der er afgreenset ved hjeelp af hendelses-
aret og moderens fodselsar. Det vil sige, at de aldersbetingede fertilitetskvotienter er
baseret pa en B-gruppeopdelt befolkning af kvinder i de fertile aldre, hvor moderens
alder vedrgrer slutningen af heendelsesaret.

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Bilag 3. Summary in English

The population whose size, composition and movements are the primary object of
this publication is the resident population of Denmark proper (i.e. the Kingdom of
Denmark, excluding the Faroe Islands and Greenland). The geographic criterion
adopted for the distribution of the population - as well as births, deaths, etc. - is the
place of residence.

3.1 Coverage and sources of Danish vital statistics

Danish birth statistics relate to children born to women who are resident in Denmark.
However, some of these women are outside Denmark at the time of the birth, and in
such cases it is not possible to collect statistical information on the births, except on
those occurring in Greenland. Thus the statistics on births comprise births in Den-
mark or Greenland to women resident in Denmark.

Statistics on births are based on information from Statistics Denmarks medico-
statistical register of births and deaths, which in turn is based on information from
the CPR (Central Population Register), supplemented by midwives' reports (including
1996) or information in the Hospital Discharge Registry (from 1997).

A multiple delivery is counted as one birth with two or more children born (live born
or stillborn).

For each child born the midwife draws up a report. The civil part is passed on to the
vicar in the mother's parish of residence (in the county of Sgnderjylland to the autho-
rity responsible for maintaining the register in the mother's municipality of resi-
dence). At the same time, the child's parents are under an obligation to report the
birth in the mother's parish of residence.

The vicar (the authority responsible for maintaining the register) reports the birth to
the local population register in the mother's municipality of residence by means of a
special CPR-birth form. The local population register supplements the form, and the
data is then transferred to the CPR.

Before a live born child can be recorded in the CPR, the child is provided with af per-
sonal code number. The personal code number is passed on to the vicar.

The medical information concerning the birth is registered in the Hospital Discharge
Registry. The National Board of Health combines the information from this register
with information from CPR and submit the data to Statistics Denmark.

Stillbirths are not recorded in the local population registers and the CPR. The sta-
tistics are based on midwives' reports and physicans' certificates of stillbirth.

The statistics on legally induced abortions (abortus provocatus legalis) refer to wo-
men resident in Denmark.
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Since October 1973 any woman resident in Denmark is entitled to have her preg-
nancy terminated within the first twelve weeks of gestation.

The statistics are based on registration in the Hospital Discharge Registry processed
by the National Board of Health.

The statistics on deaths comprise deaths occurring among Danish residents in Den-
mark or in other countries.

Sources: Statistics Denmark’s medico-statistical register of births and deaths, and
original death certificates, the latter containing the information used for the statistics
of causes of death.

For every death occurring in Denmark a death certificate is issued (by a physician).
The deceased's relatives report the death and submit the death certificate to the vicar
in the parish where the deceased lived. If the deceased's place of residence was out-
side the county of Senderjylland, the death is recorded in the church register. How-
ever, if the deceased lived in the county of Sgnderjylland, the death is not recorded in
the church register, as the death certificate is passed on to the authority responsible
for maintaining the register in the deceased's municipality of residence.

The vicar (in the county of Sgnderjylland, the authority responsible for maintaining
the register) reports the death to the local population register in the deceased's muni-
cipality of residence; the population register then reports the death to the CPR. The
death certificate is submitted to the National Board of Health, which is responsible for
allocating code numbers to all relevant data and to combine data from the death
certificate and data recorded in the CPR for each death. The National Board of Health
passes the data on to Statistics Denmark

The marriage statistics concern the number of marriages as well as the number of
persons married. The number of marriages in Denmark comprises marriages which
satisfy the condition that at least one of the two spouses is resident in Denmark. The
number of persons married comprises male, respectively female, Danish residents
who marry.

The divorce statistics concern the number of divorces as well as the number of per-
sons divorced. The number of divorces in Denmark comprises divorces which satisfy
the condition that at least one af the two spouses is resident in Denmark. The number
of persons divorced comprises males, respectively females, who are Danish residents
who have a divorce.

The statistics on persons becomming widows and widowers comprise persons who
are widowed, including persons who were legally separated (but not divorced) from

their deceased spouses.

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The statistics of immigration comprise non-Nordic citizens who obtain a residence
permit or a work permit for a period exceeding three months, as well as Nordic citi-
zens who move permanently to Denmark (Nordic citizens are not required to obtain
residence permits or work permits). Persons moving to Denmark from the Faroe Is-
lands or Greenland are included.

The statistics on emigration comprise residents who move permanently to places out-
side Denmark. Persons moving from Denmark to the Faroe Islands or Greenland are
included.

Persons immigrating or emigrating must notify the population register in the Danish
municipality of residence, which reports to the CPR.

Moreover, especially for international comparisons, Statistics Denmark compiles sta-
tistics on long term migration, which according to a UN definition means emigration
or immigration with an expected stay of at least 12 months. However, for the Danish
statistics persons who reimmigrate or reemigrate within 12 months are excluded.
This method yields a more correct picture than statistics based on expectations, but of
course it necessitates a delay of 12 months.

It has been necessary to introduce a correctional
item, due to minor errors in CPR-registration and minor anomalies resulting from the
integration of data subject to different compilation principles.

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3.2 The production of CPR based statistics

As indicated above, the size and composition of the population are exclusively
calculated on the basis of information supplied by the Central Population Register
(CPR), which contains data on all persons resident in Denmark. Most of these data
are reported to the CPR from local (municipal) population registers. Statistics Den-
mark has organized the information from the CPR in the population statistics register.

The stock of updated information for all persons covered by the CPR is used as a mo-
del of the total Danish population, and alterations in CPR registrations, including new
registrations and deregistrations, are used as a model of population movements.

For most events (births, deaths, etc.) the time-lag between the date of the event and
the date of its entry in the CPR is less than three weeks. This time-lag is taken into
account for the compilation of the statistics.

For the calculation of the size and composition of the total population at 1 January of
a year, the CPR population registered on that day is subsequently adjusted for births,
deaths, migrations, marriages and divorces which occurred before 1 January and
which were reported to the CPR within the first 30 days of the new year.

Figures for events such as marriages, divorces, internal migrations, external migra-
tion and live births are calculated exclusively on the basis of CPR data adjusted for the
effect of time-lag in reporting.

Here, too, the cut-off period is 30 days, and any events in the year under review
which are reported after that time are included in the figures for the following year.

As mentioned in the preceding chapter, the final statistics on live births and deaths
are based not only on CPR data but also on midwives' reports and death certificates.
By this method it is possible in principle to eliminate the effect of delays in CPR re-
porting, so that all births and deaths are included in the figures for the year in which
they occur.
